General Motors Delivers 7,939 New Corvettes During the
3rd Quarter of 2022

General Motors released their 3rd Quarter sales report on Monday
morning and it was a bit of a mixed bag for Corvette Sales. Chevrolet
delivered 7,939 new Corvettes for the quarter, which was down 21.9%
over the same time period last year, which saw 10,166 new Corvettes
delivered.

For the Calendar Year to Date (January-September), a total of 25,380
new Corvettes have been delivered, and that is tracking ahead of last
year’s 24,748 deliveries during the same time period with a modest
gain of 2.6%.

With the current calendar year total of 25,380 Corvettes produced, the

assembly plant would need to build 7,661 Corvettes in 4th Quarter to
equal the 33,041 total Corvettes produced in the calendar year 2021.
